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Dear Parents and children,

We hope you all had an enjoyable summer and would like to welcome you all to Year 2 and Fox Class! This is the last year of Key Stage 1, so we will be encouraging the children to be good role models for the younger ones and to be as independent and self-motivated as possible.  

Curriculum
Our history theme this term is ‘Making a difference’.  We will be learning about Florence Nightingale, Mary Seacole and Rosa Parks. Later in the term, we will be finding out about the history of Great Barton. In Science, we will be learning about animals including humans, and in PSHE we shall be learning about what makes a good friend. It looks to be a busy, packed term so plenty of early nights and hearty breakfasts will certainly be a must!!

Housekeeping
All children will continue to have a peg to hang their coat and bag for outdoor kit.  (Wellington boots will be stored on the racks outside the classroom.) The children will still be coming into school on PE days (Thursdays) in their PE kits. As usual, please make sure all items are named.  

The children will not each have their own tray/drawer for Book Bags.  Each table will have a box for the children to keep Book Bags in.  If the children do bring in something to share that is related to our topic this will need to fit in their Book Bag or be given to an adult for safe keeping.  There is a space in class for water bottles and packed lunch boxes.  Please remember to send your child with a water bottle everyday.  We do encourage the children to keep hydrated and having their own water bottle makes this so much easier!  

PE and Outdoor Learning
Fox Class PE Day is Thursday. We also have additional outdoor sessions which can be on any day.  
It is always a good idea to provide an extra pair of socks, not just for PE but also for those odd days when the cloakroom floor may be wet and the inevitable resulting wet feet.    
As in previous years, for outdoor activities, children need old trousers and/or waterproof trousers, wellington boots, warm long-sleeved top, raincoat/warm coat, gloves and hat once the weather really cools down.  

Reading

Please bear with us while we are assessing the children and getting to know them.  We are starting a new phonic scheme called Little Wandle and will be making some changes to when we send reading books home. Each child will still have a blue reading record for you to jot down how they are getting on and letting us know that they have read. More information on this when we start sending books home.

Library

The children will change their library books on Fridays.  Please ensure they bring their book back in on Fridays for changing. We are now encouraging the children to pick a library book that their adult can read to them. 😊 

Staff

Mrs Boldero and Mrs Betts are our teaching assistants for Fox Class.

Mrs Mizen teaches Fox Class on Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Mrs Deeks has time to carry out her SENCo duties on a Tuesday and then teaches the class on Thursdays and Fridays. We liaise with each other on Tuesdays and we liaise further at the end of each week!
