
Instructions

It is best to print and laminate the game board first and then they can be reused.  The children then mark their numbers using whiteboard pens that can be wiped off after.

What you need
Laminated game boards
Whiteboard pens
2 players works best but could play with more.

How to play

The above board has numbers on to accommodate at least the x2, x3, x4, x5, x6 times tables.  You can always adjust them to suit and differentiate.  The idea is that you have to connect five numbers in a row to win the game.  To be able to ‘win’ a number you must say a times table that has that answer e.g 5x6=30 so the player would mark off the number 30 on the board – if the number appears twice on the board they can choose which one to mark off.  Players must agree that the calculation has been worked out correctly; you can either give the children an answer sheet to be kept hidden for the rest of the game or a rule to check with if a dispute occurs.  Each player must mark their numbers off in a distinctive way, perhaps one player using a 0 and another a x or different coloured pens.  Players take turns to say their times table calculation and mark off the answer until a player achieves five numbers in a row or the board is full and it is a draw.  The opposite player can of course try to block the players five in a row by trying to think of a times table calculation that will give the answer to block their row!  Some children may need the rule that you are not allowed 1x a number every time!
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
